The only theatrical production
scheduled as part of the Africaameri-
cas Festival, Shelter tells of a young
welfare mother and her effort to
raise her two children while walking

'a shaky tightrope between two
worthless lovers.

. Itis a sliceofife soap opera more
‘than a drama, but in this, her first
\play, Rosemary Parrillo shows an un-
*derstanding of people on Society’s
*underside and of how they talk. She

! rillo does not sentimentalize or dress.
up the main character, JoJo, and evil

* goes unpunished.

" The play opens with Jodo's com-
pleting a tryst with a plainclothes
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policeman in a grubby shack by a
dirty river. A stroller containing her
baby is nearby, JoJo, it develops, has
been having an affair with the po-
liceman for a couple of years while
living with Heetor, father of two of
her children. (The officer is the fe
ther of her third)

‘The policeman leaves to go back to
work, and Hector, who has been fol-
lowing Jolo, arrives and beats her
up. JoJo decides 1o leave Hector and
80 10 her mother’s house. Her
‘mother, who drinks and s unsympa
thetic to her daughter’s problem, re-
luctantly takes her in.

Jodo fixes on Charles the cop, an
unsavory character who is involved
i drug dealing and shaking down
local Bartender, as her hope 10 a
better life, but he wants nothing fo
do with her. Caught between the
Violent Hector and the uncaring
Charles and getting no support from
her mother, the distracted JoJo takes
drastic action.

Jacqueline Yancey, founder of the
